Committee Members’ Responsibilities

To successfully serve as a member of the Charlottesville-Albemarle Citizens Advisory Committee, one should be interested in the Criminal Justice System, have a strong belief in its possibilities to operate fairly and justly and genuinely desire progress and improvements for the Public Defender Office.  Service on the Advisory Committee should be regarded as significant public service which promotes equal justice for the indigent citizens whom the Public Defender Office represents. 

Committee Members should:

1.
Help to identify opportunities to support the work of the Public Defender Office, provide opportunities for receiving public input, and share these opportunities with others on the committee whenever possible.        

2.
Attend all regular and special committee meetings, and inform the chairperson at least 24 hours prior to the meeting if unable to attend.

3.
Read minutes, proposed agendas and other attachments prior to meetings; be prepared to discuss issues identified on the proposed agenda; be prepared, as appropriate, to bring new issues to the committee’s attention.

4.
Be willing to serve on the Citizens Advisory Committee sub-committees as appropriate.

5.
Communicate with their appointing authorities and constituencies concerning activities of the Citizens Advisory Committee and the Public Defender Office.
