

PROCESS FOR GETTING A DEATH CERTIFICATE

If you have lost a loved one in the WTC disaster,

and a missing person’s report was filed, you may apply for a death certificate.
Am I Eligible to Apply for a Death Certificate?

In order to apply for a death certificate you must be: 

· a registered spouse (registered with the City Clerk) or a registered domestic partner (registered with the City Department of Personnel pursuant to Order 123)

· a child or grandchild of the deceased over the age of 18

· a parent, brother or sister of the deceased

· a grandparent, great grandparent, uncle or aunt over the age of 18

If you are outside of the United States, contact the American Consulate in your country or call the Family Assistance Center (646) 710-8002

What Documents Will I Need?

· The number of the missing person’s report 

· Photo identification

· Proof of relationship such as a copy of a marriage certificate, or a copy of registration (for domestic partners), a copy of your birth certificate if you are a child of the missing person, a copy of your birth certificate if you are a sibling as well as a copy of the missing person’s birth certificate, if you are a parent you must bring a copy of the missing person’s birth certificate. 

· Name of the employer of the deceased

· Any papers confirming the deceased individual’s presence at the WTC on Sept. 11

What Will I Do?

Fill out an affidavit with a volunteer lawyer by answering questions and providing information regarding the deceased.  The process generally takes 2 to 3 weeks.

A Missing Person’s Report must be filed before you can apply for a death certificate.
