Bar Dues Increase to Help Fund Legal Aid in West Virginia.

The West Virginia State Bar has allocated $100,000 of its recent dues increase to Legal Aid of West Virginia. The bar successfully petitioned the West Virginia Supreme Court to approve a $55 dues increase for three purposes: disciplinary efforts, legal research services, and legal aid. There are now seven states in which a portion of bar dues or attorney registration fees is used to help fund legal services.
