Illinois:  Attorneys seeking CLE credit in the State of Illinois MUST  attach a check for $1.00 for each credit hour sought, made payable to the MCLE Board of the Supreme Court of Illinois.  Attorneys are also responsible for signing-in once on the attendance record at the registration desk.  

Kansas:  Attorneys are required to apply individually.  Complete an application for approval of CLE activity, which may be obtained at the registration desk.  NOTE: Please attach a copy of the agenda that highlights the sessions you attended.
Kentucky: Complete the KBA form #3, which may be obtained at the registration desk.   Return this form with the NLADA form to registration. 

Louisiana: Scanner cards are no longer necessary to report your CLE hours.  Please complete the provided certificate of attendance; attorneys MUST list their bar number on the form for reporting.
Minnesota: Attorneys maintain their own records and report their own hours.  

Missouri: Attorneys maintain their own records and report their own hours.

Mississippi: Attorneys seeking CLE credit in the State of Mississippi MUST attach a check for $1.00 for each credit hour sought.  Make check payable to Mississippi Commission on CLE and attach to NLADA’s CLE form.
Montana: Attorneys maintain their own records and report their own hours.

New Mexico: Attorneys seeking CLE credit in the State of New Mexico MUST attach a check for $1.00 for each credit hour sought.  Make check payable to New Mexico CLE Board and attach to NLADA’s CLE form.
New York:  New York has a reciprocal agreement with 34 other jurisdictions.  This instruction form serves as verification for hours approved in reciprocal states and attorneys must maintain it in their records for a minimum of 4 years.  For this conference, NY attorneys can use the verification of approval from the state of Colorado.

North Carolina: Attorneys seeking CLE credit in the State of North Carolina MUST attach a check for $2.25 for each credit hour sought.  Make check payable to NC State Bar, Board of CLE and attach to NLADA’s CLE form.

Ohio:  Attorneys are no longer required to complete a scanner card, but must include their bar number on the provided certificate of attendance for reporting.
Oklahoma:  Attorneys are required to sign at the registration desk each morning upon arrival. 

Pennsylvania:  Complete a PA CLE form, which may be obtained at the registration desk and return with the NLADA form.  Attorneys MUST attach a check made out to PA CLE Board for $1.50 per credit hour or half credit hour requested.

Rhode Island:  Attorneys must apply directly to the Rhode Island MCLE commission.  They should obtain the Uniform Application for Accreditation, complete a NLADA certificate of attendance and MUST attach a check for $1.50 for each credit hour sought.
Tennessee:  Tennessee attorneys report their own hours directly to the TN Commission on CLE.  Attorneys MUST attach a check for $2 per credit hour sought.

Texas: Attorneys are no longer required to complete a scanner card, but must include their bar number on the provided certificate of attendance for reporting.  Attorneys MUST include a check for $5.00 made payable to the Texas State Bar Association.
Utah: Attorneys MUST include a check for $1.50/credit hour sought not to exceed $15.00.  Attach the check to your certificate of attendance for NLADA to report.
Vermont: Attorneys maintain their own records and report their own hours.

Virginia:  Attorneys must apply directly to the Virginia Bar.  They should obtain the Application for Course Approval (Form 4), complete a NLADA certificate of attendance, attach a copy of the agenda that highlights the sessions you attended and included 2-3 pages of the course materials for each session you attended.
Washington:  Attorneys MUST attach a check for $3.00 made payable to the WSBA.  Return the NLADA CLE form and check to the registration desk.

West Virginia:  Attorneys are required to complete a Certificate of Attendance. Return this form with the NLADA form to the registration desk.

Wyoming: The Wyoming State Bar requires participants to fill out an Application for CLE Credit. Return this form with the NLADA form to registration.
